When you EXPERIENCE God, your mouth will find a whole other level
of control. You will not be filled with you but directed to Him only.




Exodus 3:5 LAW —

Wherever you are when you EXPERIENCE the voice of Gody you are in
His presence and the place where you are is made ‘set apart’ — HOLY.

Moses’ fear was based on an awareness of who he was (and wasn’t) more
fully than he had ever know.




Exodus 3:7—-8a LAW i

Then the Lord said, “I have surely seen the
affliction of my people who are in Egypt and
have heard their cry because of their
taskmasters. I know their sufferings, 8 and 1

have come down to deliver them out of the hand
of the Egyptians and to bring them up out of
that land

This is when Moses became the Moses he had never been before.
EXPERIENCING God’s voice will never leave you unchanged.
(if you are unchanged by God it’s because you simply became AWARE...)
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
